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The President’s FY20 budget request

* The White House requested $42.7 billion for the International Affairs Budget — an overall
24% cut when compared to FY19

* A 25% cut to the UN Regular Budget
* A nearly 27% cut to UN Peacekeeping Budget

* A 34% cut to our global humanitarian assistance programs

* A 100% cut to UNICEF, UN Development Programme, UN Environment, UNFPA, Office of the
High Commissioner for Human Rights, and more (IO&P)

Things to avoid

* Mention your party affiliation;

 Make up answers on the spot; or

 Record audio or video during the meeting.




TIPS FOR SUCCESS

1. Arrive early!
Make a solid first impression.

2. Introduce yourself
* Simple but important, who you are/where you're
from.

3. Introduce your organization
«  Members of Congress are interested in everything
that goes on in their districts, share your impact!

4. Summarize your research
e Don’t worry about being too in-depth, that’s why
you have leave behinds.




Don’t Forget These Important Reminders!

1. Tell your personal story!
* Why are you passionate about this topic?

2. Be concise, and stay on message.

* Highlight what’s most important, and engage when they’re
interested.

3. Ask for a photo to commemorate your visit!
* Thank them via social media and tag their office in your post!
